Notes on use  

Do not place or use the unit outdoors. The unit was designed for indoor use only 

Do not use the unit in locations that are: 

 Extremely hot or cold  

 Dusty or dirty 

 Very humid 

 Vibrating  

 Strong magnetic fields  

 Sandy 

 Exposed to direct sunlight 

Do not apply mechanical shock or drop the unit  

The main plug is used as disconnected device, the socket-outlet should be near the switching Adapter 

and it should be easily accessible  

Always keep the metal contacts clean  

Do not dissemble or convert the unit 

Do not attempt to use the unit with any other than lead acid motorcycle batteries. Using it in 

combination with other batteries may cause fire, explosion, leakage or overheating. 

Be sure to use the unit with the proper voltage (AC 100-240 V). Using it with other voltage levels may 

cause fire, explosion, overheating, electric shock or injury. 

Avoid reverse charging. 

Do not charge same size batteries of different capacities at the same time
